In what was seen as a first for a retail and leisure destination in the UK, Liverpool ONE 

announced the launch of its groundbreaking Biofuel Initiative; this involved collecting waste 

cooking oils from several of its many restaurants and recycling it into clean biodiesel; these 

were then used to run Liverpool ONE’s fleet of estate vehicles. 

The Green Apple Awards, the annual international campaign to recognise, reward and promote 

environmental best practice around the world, are established as one of the major 

environmental recognition schemes, both in the UK and internationally. 

This award identifies Liverpool ONE as a development that is taking responsibility for the 

safekeeping of our environment for generations to come  

 

Judges form The Green Apple Awards said, “This retail and leisure facility has a lot of waste 

cooking oil as one of its by products. Staff at the centre had the inspirational idea to reuse this 

as Biofuel, which was found to be both feasible and viable economically, reusing twelve tonnes 

of oil annually.” 

 

Chris Bliss, Estate Director at Liverpool ONE comments, “The acknowledgement from The 

Green Organisation’s Green Apple Awards is a win we are particularly proud of. As a vital part 

of Liverpool’s economy we feel that Liverpool ONE should play a role preserving the 

environment. The Biofuels Initiative, overtime, will help lower the carbon footprint of Liverpool 

ONE and individual retailers, it is a key element within Liverpool ONE’s environmental strategy. 

We hope this award win will act as a catalyst for other retail developments to follow our 

environmental lead.”
